What can we do at home? 

• If your home does not have an analog clock, one can be made with a paper plate as the 

face of the clock and strips of paper or cardboard cut at different length for hands. The 

hands can be attached with a brass brad, so they can move freely around the clock. 

• Encourage your child to start noticing the beginning and end time of various activities.  

How long does it take to complete their homework? How long do they practice piano?     

How long do they play basketball?   

• Salute! is a great family game to practice math facts.                                             

Materials:  Deck of playing cards with the face card removed  

• This game works best with 3 players. 

• Place the deck of card in the middle of the three players.    



• Player One draws a card and without looking places it on their forehead. 

• Player Two draws a card and without looking places it on their forehead. 

• Player Three silently adds the two cards and says the sum out loud. 

• Then player One and Two try to be the first to determine the card on their 

forehead. 

• This game can also be played with multiplication.
