CogAT Testing

verbal reasoning ability (puzzles, 
part-to-whole, and visual spatial 
manipulation of pictures). The test 
results provide us with important 
information helpful in meeting 
your student’s unique learning 
needs.

The 
test will be from 8:30-9:30 each 
day.
